INSURING CLAUSE

Subject to the Exclusions, Limits and Conditions hereinafter contained, this insurance insures property as stated
in the Schedule attaching to and forming part of this policy (hereinafter referred to as the “Schedule”) against

NOTIFICATION OF CLAIMS

The Insured, upon knowledge of any Occurrence likely to give rise to a claim hereunder, shall give
written advice as soon as reasonably practicable to the underwriters and/or the Broker, named for that
purpose in the Schedule, who is to advise the underwriters within eight (8) days of such knowledge of
